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Installing The CM438B Module

These instructions assume that your computer is turned
on and you have installed the Site Manager or Solution
Link software. You should be located at the main menu of
Site Manager or Solution Link.

Connect the USB cable between the PC computer
and the CM438B module.

Windows will attempt to identify the new hardware
and install the necessary drivers. If windows is unable
to locate the driver then you will need to manually
install it. See installing the driver in the next section
for more details.

Learning User Credentials Via EM Reader

Before learning token or card information, select the
customer from the Site Manager or Solution Link database
that you wish to add user tokens.

If you are adding credentials to an existing system it is
recommended that you first connect to the control panel
and upload the current configuration before making any
changes.

Select and highlight the Card/ Token ID field for the
first user that you want to add a new token - See
Figure 1.

Now present the first token to the desktop reader.

As you add each token, both the Card-Token ID and
Card-Token Label fields will identify the new token.

The Card Token ID identifies the token ID, whereas the
Card Token Label allows easy external identification
and should match the ID number located on the token
itself.

3. To add a token to the next user, press the down
arrow on your keyboard then, present the next
token or card.

If you are adding tokens or cards to random users, then
repeat both steps 1, 2, and 3 until all tokens required
have been added.

Save the changes made, then download the new
user token/card ID’s to the control panel.

Site Manager or Solution Link software will notify if there
are duplicate token ID’s assigned to users when saving
programming changes.
